Foundation Subjects
Science -Electricity and circuits

Children will explore appliances that use
electricity in their setting. They will learn how to
work with electricity safely and build circuits.
Pupils will investigate electrical conductors and
insulators and explore the relationship between
the number of cells and bulb brightness. They
will explore real scenarios and historical
discoveries.

History - How have children's lives changed?
Investigating the changes in children’s
lives through time, children learn how
children’s spare time, health and work
have changed. They explore work in more
detail, learning about a day in the life of a
working child and the significance of Lord
Shaftesbury in changing the lives of
children.

Children will:

Number - Addition and Subtraction
