Foundation Subjects

Unit 7 - Length and perimeter. Children will learn how these units of
measurement relate to one another and convert between single and mixed
units. They will apply their knowledge of number to compare, order, add and
subtract measurements of length and calculate the perimeter of 2D shapes.
Unit 10 Capacity pupils will learn to compare and order measurements, and
convert between millilitres and mixed units of litres and millilitres. They will
then use knowledge of all four operations to solve problems involving
capacity.
